Call To Order

Gig Theatre Event

The number of times and the conditions on which he can borrow the projector are up to us.  He also wants some sort of official recognition from the club.  Ron also wants to help out with EMC and WFAC.

The following terms and conditions were voted on

· T-shirt profits (about $120 from the remaining t-shirts) (passed but conditional on Karl)

· Projector Use – 4 months (we need to write an agreement) (passed)

· Honourary Membership (not passed)

· Support with WFAC/EMC (no vote needed)

For the t-shirt profits, we have about 30 shirts left at $4 profit each, which works out to around $120 in profit.  Paul suggested we not mention that the profits are from t-shirt sales.  This would be in case Ron asks for profits from something else in the future.
We should write up an agreement about liabilities for projector use other than something like a burnt out bulb.  Worst case if the projector is broken we have a backup projector to use until the broken one is replaced.  Ron is not allowed on campus so we also need a way to get the projector to him.  It was suggested that we make the agreement be on a term-by-term basis until we decide otherwise.
